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Resilience can be understood as the cities’ ability to 

1) perform its functions and linkages, 

2) meet the growing demands, 

3) while from time to time, absorb and recover from shocks and stresses without collapsing.

Key features of city resilience:
1) Function and growth: the ability to perform essential tasks under a wide range of conditions, and to convert assets or modify structures to introduce new ways of living. 

2) Flexibility, redundancy,: capacity for contingency situations, to accommodate increases, extremes or surges in pressures or demand.

3) Failure proof: ability to absorb shocks and the cumulative effects of slow-onset challenges in ways that avoid catastrophic failure. 

City government’s instruments for promoting resilience:
Instrument 1: City planning and regulation 

· Strategic “scenario” planning: assess various hypotheses about disaster hazards and climate change consequences and then develops contingent, appropriate and variable responses.

· Land-use planning and zoning: avoids high-risk areas (such as low-lying, floodprone, areas or steep slopes) and shifts activities (such as housing or service facilities) away from them.

· Revising standards: make building, infrastructure and services that promotes the culture of safety,  as energy efficient, and climate-proof as possible

Instrument 2: City public expenditure management (PEM) 

· Infrastructure and service delivery: 

· Improving, retrofitting, replacing the existing, or designing new, infrastructure  for disaster and climate proofing and adaptation

· Integrate DRR and CCA in strengthening infrastructure planning

· Disaster management

· Incorporate risk reduction into one DM framework with response and recovery

· Adopt DRR as part of day-to-day business of governing

· Facilitating livelihoods adaptation

· Encouraging and investing in alternate livelihood

Instrument 3: City fiscal revenues 

· Using own-source revenues to provide incentives for “responsible” behaviour 

· Sanctioning behaviours that lead to increased vulnerability to disaster and climate change
